ITS TIME TO WINTERIZE! 

It is not too early to start getting ready for 

winter. As we scramble for hay in this drought 

ridden year, don’t forget the other things that 

help you and your horse get through winter. 

Blankets: 

Blankets should be clean and in good repair. 

Loose straps and holes can trap a leg and lead 

to injuries. A tip for removing blankets from 

your horse: unhook buckles and fasteners, fold 

front of blanket 1/3 of the way back, then fold 

the back edge  of the blanket  even with the 

front fold. Similar to folding a letter. Then slide 

the blanket off the horse and fold in half then 

half again. It makes a neat little square for 

storage. When it is time to put the blanket back 

on unfold the half folds, place trifolded blanket 

on your horse’s back fold the back third over 

the rump, open the front fold and fasten 

buckles and straps.  

Water: 

Keep pipes insulated to prevent freezing. Have 

an alternative water source in case pipes to the 

barn or pasture freeze or break. A large plastic 

water can or water tank to transport water 

could be helpful during a hard freeze. A shorter 

length of hose kept in the house can come in 

handy as well when everything is frozen. Bucket 

and tank heaters are also options to keep water 

from freezing. 

Forage: 

Forage is an important part of your horse’s 

temperature regulation system. With the 

drought this year, hay may be hard to find. 

There are several types of forage 

replacers/extenders such as bagged hay, chaff 

hay, alfalfa cubes and complete feeds . 

Remember to make all dietary changes 

gradually and consult with your veterinarian or 

equine nutritionist to find out what is right for 

your horse.
